"Our exports have grown from 3 percent to nearly 30 percent of our overall sales in little more than
three years," Superior CEO and President Randy Hart said. "While a large portion of the U.S.
manufacturing market has been unstable since the inception of the recession, our growth in export
markets has allowed Superior Battery to support and maintain our employee base."

Hart said the company has established business contacts and relationships with Canada,
Dominican Republic, Haiti, Columbia, Venezuela, Saudi Arabia, Jordan, El Salvador, Chile, Japan,
Ghana, and Kuwait.
